« ABOUT BELARUS -- Belarus is still in search of its first win at the 2010 IIHF World
Men’s Under-18 Championship. Last night, the host country went into a game
against Switzerland in which a win would keep their medal-round hopes alive.
However, a goal with just 1:40 remaining in the game broke the 2-2 deadlock and
assured the Swiss the third and final spot in Group A, and sent Belarus to the rele-
gation round.

+ LAST TIME OUT -- The U.S. stayed on the right track with a convincing 5-0 victo-
ry over Canada Friday night. Jason Zucker (Las Vegas, Nev.) and Bryan Rust
(Bloomfield Hills, Mich.) each scored two goals and Jack Campbell (Port Huron,
Mich.) earned the shutout with a 30-save performance. Austin Watson (Ann Arbor,
Mich.) notched the other tally for the Stars and Stripes. Team USA held Canada
scoreless on eight power-play opportunities.

+ A POOL DECIDED -- Today marks the last day of preliminary round action, howev-
er, there will be no change to the standings in Pool A regardless of results at the end
of the night. Sweden has clinched the top spot in the pool and a bye into the semifi-
nals in Minsk. Team USA sits firmly in second place in the group and will likely meet
the Czech Republic or Slovakia in quarterfinal action. Switzerland will be in third
place and will faceoff against Russia in the quarterfinals.

« STAT LEADERS -- Team USA has gotten balanced scoring throughout the first
three games with 17 of the 20 skaters notching at least one point so far. Defenseman
Adam Clendening’s (Niagara Falls, N.Y.) four points and three assists pace the U.S.
Jason Zucker leads Team USA with three goals, while team captain Jarred Tinordi
(Millersville, Md.) has a plus-4 rating, good for tops on the team. Jack Campbell has
played in each of the three games Team USA has played. He has posted a 1.34
goals-against average and .952 save percentage in 179:39 of action. Both those
marks rank second at the tournament.

« THE NTDP -- USA Hockey’s National Team Development Program was founded in
1996 in order to better prepare American players for their future hockey careers and
participation on U.S. National Teams. Based in Ann Arbor, Mich., the NTDP consists
of two squads, the U.S. National Under-18 Team, which plays against U.S. college
opponents, domestic junior teams and in three international competitions, and U.S.
National Under-17 Team, which plays against domestic junior competition and par-
ticipates in three international tournaments. In the last 12 years, 166 players have
been selected in the National Hockey League Entry Draft, including 33 in the first
round and three with the first overall selection (Rick DiPietro, 2000; Erik Johnson,
2006; Patrick Kane, 2007). This year, 20 of the 22 players on the U.S. Men’s National
Under-18 Team are products of the National Team Development Program.
