» TONIGHT'S CONTEST -- The U.S. Men’s National Under-18 Team will take on
Canada in its third preliminary round game at the 2010 International Ice Hockey
Federation World Men's Under-18 Championship. With a win tonight, the U.S.
assures itself a spot in the quarterfinals.

» MATCH-UP HISTORY -- Team USA will meet Canada for the eighth time at the
2010 IIHF World Men’s Under-18 Championship. The U.S. holds a 5-0-1-1 (W-OTW-
OTL-L), with both of its losses coming in either a shootout or overtime, in the all-time
series. Of the seven previous meetings, between the two clubs, five have been
decided by one goal. The two squads last met at the 2009 IIHF World Men’s Under-
18 Championship in the semifinals. Team USA earned a 2-1 victory with a pair of
third-period goals in front of a sold out crowd at the Urban Plains Center in Fargo,
N.D. Goaltender Jack Campbell (Port Huron, Mich.) made 32 saves to earn the win
in net for the U.S., and would go on to shut out Russia, 5-0, in the gold-medal game.
Team USA and Canada have not met in a preliminary round game since 2007.

+ ABOUT CANADA -- The Canadians sit in the same boat as Team USA with a 1-0-
0-1 record after falling to Switzerland, 3-1, and downing Belarus, 11-3. Jordan Weal
(1-3--4) and Greg McKegg (1-3--4) lead Canada with four points apiece. Calvin
Pickard has played in goal in both contests, compiling a 2.88 goals-against average
and .907 save percentage. The Canadian roster also includes three returnees from
last year's squad that finished in fourth place, including Brett Connolly, John
McFarland and Erik Gudbranson.

 LAST TIME OUT -- The U.S. bounced back from its first-game loss to Sweden with
a 5-1 victory over Switzerland on Wednesday. Austin Gzarnik (Washington, Mich.)
scored twice, while Adam Clendening (Niagara Falls, N.Y.) recorded three points
(1-2) and Jack Campbell made 22 saves. Also lighting the lamp for Team USA were
Bill Arnold (Needham, Mass.) and Jason Zucker (Las Vegas, Nev.).

» STAT LEADERS -- The U.S. has gotten balanced scoring in its first two games, with
six players tallying its seven goals in the tournament. Adam Clendening is the lead-
ing point-getter with three points (1-2). Austin Czarnik is the leading goal scorer with
two. He is also one of three players with two points. Rocco Grimaldi (Rossmoor,
Calif.) and Justin Faulk (South St. Paul, Minn.) are the other two, with two assists
apiece. Jack Campbell has seen all of the time between the pipes for Team USA so
far. He has posted a 2.01 goals-against average and .926 save percentage, while
making 50 saves. For complete stats, see page 4.

* THE NTDP -- USA Hockey’s National Team Development Program was founded in
1996 in order to better prepare American players for their future hockey careers and
participation on U.S. National Teams. Based in Ann Arbor, Mich., the NTDP consists
of two squads, the U.S. National Under-18 Team, which plays against U.S. college
opponents, domestic junior teams and in three international competitions, and U.S.
National Under-17 Team, which plays against domestic junior competition and par-
ticipates in three international tournaments. In the last 12 years, 166 players have
been selected in the National Hockey League Entry Draft, including 33 in the first
round and three with the first overall selection (Rick DiPietro, 2000; Erik Johnson,
2006; Patrick Kane, 2007). This year, 20 of the 22 players on the U.S. Men’s National
Under-18 Team are products of the National Team Development Program.
