« TODAY'S CONTEST -- The U.S. Men’s National Under-18 Team will take on the
Czech Republic in the quarterfinal round at Minsk Palace. The winner of tonight's
game will go on to face Finland in the 3:30 p.m. semifinal game.

+ MATCH-UP HISTORY -- Tonight's match-up is the eighth all-time between the U.S.
and the Czech Republic. Team USA holds a 5-2-0 (W-L-T) advantage over the
Czechs and has not lost to tonight's opponent since 2002. The two squads last met
at the 2009 IIHF World Men’s Under-18 Championship, where Team USA earned a
6-2 victory in the quarterfinals en route to winning the gold medal. Five members of
the current U.S. Men’s National Under-18 Team were part of that game, including
goaltender Jack Campbell (Port Huron, Mich.); defensmen Adam Clendening
(Niagara Falls, N.Y.) and Jon Merrill (Brighton, Mich.) and forwards Matthew Nieto
and Jason Zucker (Las Vegas, Nev.). In medal-round games, the U.S. is undefeat-
ed against the Czech Republic with a 3-0 mark. One of those medal-round games
came at the 2004 IIHF World Men’s Under-18 Championship, held in Minsk also.
Team USA earned a 3-2 semifinal victory to advance to the gold-medal game.

» ABOUT CZECH REPUBLIC -- The Czech Republic finished group play with a 2-0-
1-1 record, including a shootout loss to eventual Group B winner Finland. Martin Frk
leads the Czechs with six points (1-5).

 LAST TIME OUT -- Seven different players scored goals and Rocco Grimaldi
(Rossmoor, Calif.) notched three points (1-2) as the U.S. toppled Belarus, 7-1, in its
final preliminary-round game in Bobruisk Friday. Andy lles (Ithaca, N.Y.) made 17
saves to earn the win between the pipes in his first start of the tournament.

+ STAT LEADERS -- The balanced scoring attack and depth of the U.S. Men’s
National Under-18 Team has been a big part of winning its last three games at the
tournament. Adam Clendening has a team-best six points (2-4) through the first four
games. Jason Zucker (4-1--5) leads Team USA with four goals and is tied with
Rocco Grimaldi (1-4--5) for second on the squad with five points apiece. Jack
Campbell leads all goaltenders at the 2010 IIHF World Men’s Under-18
Championship with a .952 save percentage and 1.34 goals-against average. Justin
Faulk (South St. Paul, Minn.) and Jarred Tinordi (Millersville, Md.) have each
eamned a team-best plus-5 rating. Additionally, Team USA is the top penalty killing
squad in the tournament, allowing just two power-play goals. The U.S. is killing penal-
ties at a 92.3% clip.

* THE NTDP -- USA Hockey’s National Team Development Program was founded in
1996 in order to better prepare American players for their future hockey careers and
participation on U.S. National Teams. Based in Ann Arbor, Mich., the NTDP consists
of two squads, the U.S. National Under-18 Team, which plays against U.S. college
opponents, domestic junior teams and in three international competitions, and U.S.
National Under-17 Team, which plays against domestic junior competition and par-
ticipates in three international tournaments. In the last 12 years, 166 players have
been selected in the National Hockey League Entry Draft, including 33 in the first
round and three with the first overall selection (Rick DiPietro, 2000; Erik Johnson,
2006; Patrick Kane, 2007). This year, 20 of the 22 players on the U.S. Men’s National
Under-18 Team are products of the National Team Development Program.

The
native of Millersville, Md., has served as the cap-
tain for the 1992 birth-year team at the National
Team Development Program since December of
2008 ... Team USA has four alternate captains,
two in blue jerseys and two in white jerseys. Nick
Shore (Denver, Colo.) and Stephen Johns
(Wampum, Pa.) are alternates when Team USA
wears white, while Jason Zucker and Frankie
Simonelli (Bensenville, lll.) each have an “A”in
blue.

» A FAMILY AFFAIR -- Three members of the
U.S. Men’s National Team have family ties to
this tournament. Nick Shore’s (Denver, Colo.)
brother, Drew, was part of the U.S.Men’s
National Under-18 Team that captured gold at
the 2009 IIHF World Men’s Under-18
Championship. Bryan Rust's brother, Matt,
competed at the 2007 IIHF World Men’s Under-
18 Championship where Team USA took home
silver. Lastly, Austin Czarnik’s cousin, Robbie
Czarnik, earned the bronze medal with the U.S.
Men’s National Under-18 Team at the 2008
[IHF World Men’s Under-18 Championship.

* CHAMPIONSHIP CONNECTIONS -- In addi-
tion to the five players returning from last year’s
gold-medal team, a pair of coaches also return.
Assistant coach Tim Taylor and goaltending
coach Joe Exter both return. The pair also was
part of the staff for the U.S. National Junior
Team at the 2010 IIHF World Junior
Championship. Taylor served as that team’s
director of player personnel, while Exter was
the goaltending coach.

» CENTRAL SCOUTING RANKINGS - Eleven
draft-eligible players from the U.S.Men’s
National Under-18 Team have been listed on the
NHL Central Scouting Bureau’s Final Rankings.
Derek Forbort (Duluth, Minn.) is tops among
current U.S. players at No. 7 among North
American skaters. Additionally, Cam Fowler
(Farmington Hills, Mich.), who led the U.S. to the
gold medal at last year’s IIHF World Under-18
Championship, is ranked at No. 5. Fowler
received the directorate award as the tourna-
ment’s best defenseman last season. For a com-
plete list of current U.S. Men’s National Under-18
Team players ranked by Central Scouting, see
top of next column.

Grimaldi led the tournament in
scoring with 14 points (4-10), while Biggs
scored both goals for the U.S. in its 2-1 win
against Canada-Ontario in the championship
game.
