TODAY’S GAME: The two undefeated teams from Group B, the United States (2-
0-0-0) and Sweden (2-0-0-0), meet in the third and final round-robin game of
the inaugural 2008 IIHF World Women’s U18 Championship for both teams here
tonight. The winner will finish first in Group B and will face the second seed
from Group A in the semifinals, either the Czech Republic or Germany, while
the losing team will finish second in the group and will play the top seed from
Group A, Canada, in Friday’s (Jan. 11) semifinals. Team USA is coming off an
11-0 blanking of Switzerland last night, after also posting an 11-0 victory over
Russia on Tuesday (Jan. 7). Meanwhile, Sweden topped Russia, 14-0, last night
after beating Switzerland, 4-1, on Tuesday (Jan. 7).

RECAPPING GAME 2 VS. SWITZERLAND: A five-point effort by Ashley
Cottrell, along with a hat trick from Brooke Ammerman, led Team USA to an
11-0 blanking of Switzerland in the second preliminary-round game for both
teams on Tuesday (Jan. 8). Team USA out shot the Swiss team by a 63-4 count
as 11 players contributed to the scoring, including six who had three or more
points on the night. The Americans had five goals in both the first and third
periods, along with one tally in the second to account for the 11-0 final score.

RECAPPING GAME 1 VS. RUSSIA: Led by a Madison Packer hat trick and goals
from eight different players, Team USA posted a convincing 11-0 victory over
Russia in the first game of tournament for both teams on Monday (Jan. 7).
Team USA held a 67-3 shots advantage in the game and took a 3-0 advantage
in the first period, then tallied four more times in both the second and third
frames for the 7-0 final count.

GAME NOTES
• Team USA out shot Russia by a 67-3 count on Monday (Jan. 7) and 

Switzerland by a 63-4 margin on Tuesday (Jan. 8), having thus out shot 
opponents 130-7. The Americans haven’t allowed more than two shots per
period or tallied less than 19 shots in a frame.

• Sixteen of Team USA’s 18 skaters have factored in the scoring in the 
United States’ first two victories, while 11 have scored at least one goal.
Eight players had multiple-point games against Russia (Jan. 7), while 
seven did against Switzerland (Jan. 8). Madison Packer had a hat trick 
against Russia and Brooke Ammerman had one against the Swiss. 

• Team USA went 3-for-4 on the power play against Russia on Monday (Jan.
7), then went 3-for-8 against Switzerland on Tuesday (Jan. 8) for a 
tournament-leading 50.0% conversion rate. Meanwhile, Team USA is tied
for the tournament lead in penalty killing, holding a 100% kill rate on five
chances.

• The United States is the least penalized team of the tournament, having
only incurred five penalties for 10 minutes in two games, including none
in Monday’s (Jan. 7) game against Russia.

• Ashley Cottrell (U.S. Player of the Game vs. Switzerland on Jan. 8) is tied
for the tournament lead with eight points (4-4), while Madison Packer
(U.S. Player of the Game vs. Russia on Jan. 7) ranks third overall with 
seven points (4-3). Cottrell’s four goals also ties her for first in 
tournament goal-scoring. Alev Kelter shares the tournament lead with 
five assists, while she is the lone leader in defensemen scoring (0-5--5).
Kelley Steadman’s +9 rating puts her first in the tournament.
