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Code of Conduct for Interscholastic Athletics

I. BASIC GUIDELINE

In the enforcement of these athletic rules, the over-riding goal shall be treatment in compliance with the Code of Conduct and the

Consequences of Training Rule Violations. 

II. APPLICATION

The rules apply to all athletes, cheerleaders, poms and other students connected with a Prairie Ridge High School team. 

III. IMPROPER CONDUCT AND DETRIMENTAL BEHAVIOR

If at any time a student is found not living up to the rules and regulations of conduct as defined by the coach at the beginning of the season or behaves in such a manner as to be detrimental to the best interest of the team, he/she may be dropped from the sport by the coach, and he/she will not be allowed to participate in any other school sport during that sport season. 
IV. UNEXCUSED ABSENCES

The first absence not cleared through the team’s coach may rule in the participant not playing in the next game. The second unexcused absence may result in the student being dropped from the team for the remainder of the sports season. In such an event, the student shall not be permitted to participate in any other school sport during that season, with the exception as noted in item V below. Unexcused absences from the practice by freshman athletes in fall sports prior to the beginning of school may be dealt with individually by the coaches involved. 
V. OVER-LAPPING SEASONS

In the event a new sport season begins prior to the conclusion of the sports season from which a student-athlete was dropped, he/she will not be permitted to begin that new sport. 
VI. SMOKING, DRINKING, DRUGS

Any participant who is determined to have used tobacco, in any form, or any drug, including alcohol, or has possession of any drug or drug paraphernalia, shall be disciplined in accordance with the Code of Conduct.
Determination of violation of these rules shall be made by the team’s coach and may be based on personal observation or as otherwise verified to the satisfaction of either a coach, teacher or school administrator. In each case, however, prior to dismissal, the student shall have the opportunity to discuss the situation with his/her coach. The Athletic Director will be a participant in the discussion.
 I understand that violation of any Illinois High School Association (IHSA) or Prairie Ridge High School regulation will result in immediate action as stated. I also understand that these rules may change. An updated version(s) of these rules appear each year in the Student Handbook or may be obtained from the high school Athletic Department.
