*Motion (Rogers) to approve agenda.  Second (Will):  Approved (14-0)

3. Approval of Minutes:

*Motion (Berg) to approve minutes from last meeting with change of Grouwinkel added as absent.  Second (Rensch):  Approved (14-0)

4. Treasurer’s Report:

*Motion (Berg) to make the Corporate Sponsorship Committee a standing committee.  Second (DeVries):  Approved (14-0)

*Motion (Rogers) to make the active high school coach a permanent board member.  Second (Berg):  Approved (14-0)
6. Board nominations and Election:

*12 Terms expiring:  Dedic, DeVries, Kostlan, Scebold, Goodwin, Goebel, Rogers, Mitchell, Smith, Berg, Will and Grouwinkel.

*6 terms not expiring:  Rensch, Brack, Ziebol, Fritzell, Waline and Cowles

*By-laws state that we must have between 14-20 members.  We will need to elect at least 8 new members.

*Motion (Goebel) to have 14 elected board members plus the high school coach, which will make 15 total board members.  Second (Mitchell):  Approved (14-0)

*Association will need to vote for 8

*Ziebol and Goebel nominated for Secretary (accepted).  No other Nominations.  Motion (Rensch) to close nominations.  Second (Brack):  Ballot held, Goebel elected Secretary.

*Rensch nominates Scebold for Treasurer (declined).  Paul DeVries nominates DeVries for Treasurer (accepted).  No other nominations.  Motion (Rensch) to close nominations and elect DeVries Treasurer.  Second (Smith):  Approved (14-0).

*MWL Rep.—Berg appoints Goebel as MWL Rep. (accepted).

*Referee-in-Chief—concerns about the change in this position, what qualifications are needed, etc.?  Berg will check with Feigl, Owen and Moore about who may be suitable for the job.

*Risk Manager—Berg appoints Rensch Risk Manager (accepted).

*Coordinator of Player Development—Discussion held with Schmale about duties and responsibilities.  Berg will need to follow up and see if Schmale would want to take this position.
