I. Webmaster

III. Schedule

 Dave Getshow and Mike Araco have the schedule set up and we will have 8-9 home games this year.                           The schedule will be given to Coach Joe Cocking for finalizing just 3 more games. We will have a JV and Varsity teams this year; however, Varsity game time will be scheduled first when possible. The coach will decide which players will be needed to play both games. There was discussion not to have Varsity and JV games at the same time at different ice arenas since JV did not have enough players.
IV. Practices

Tentative Practices will be Monday, Wednesday, Thursday after school times 3:45, 4:15 and Thursday approximately at 9-9:15PM. Dryland will be required only until hockey season starts. Captain practices have yet to be determined.

V. Fund Raising

Presently, we have funding $11,000 for the 2007-08 season but  the Wauwatosa School Distric may not fund the following year. Therefore, a motion to have required fund raising activities to raise a goal of $12,000 was discussed and passed by the board (3 members yes and 2 not present) after receiving discussion from members. The Corn Roast fund raiser at State Fair will be Saturday, August 4 the evening shift.  Boys need to be at the West Allis Park and ride by 4:30PM . The next shift is Sunday, August 5th for the Day shift. The boys will receive State Fair admission both days but not until they get on the bus so Sunday they may stay to enjoy the Fair. If your son is unable to work these days, the buy out fee is $75.00 for both days.  We need a minimum of 15 boys to work the corn roast and 5 adults. If your son is unable, another teenager/sibling (no adults) could replace your son. Contact Dawn Sommerfeld for further information. Other possible ideas to raise money is working at the Bradley Center, Miller Park, Tosa Fest. If you have any ideas, please talk to Dawn.
