SCORE SHEET INSTRUCTIONS
30 TO 45 MINUTES PRIOR TO GAME

Deliver the score sheet to our coach to fill in the game day roster and designate the starting line up.  The coach then passes the sheet on to the opposing team t complete.

Referees, penalty box workers, or players will often deliver the score sheet, prior to the game, from the ice through the scorer’s glass.

ANNOUNCER: The announcer notes the starters for the pre-game announcements.  After warm-up announce the opposing team starters, then our team (WILD) starters, and then have spectators stand and remove their hats for the playing or singing of the NATIONAL ANTHEM.  During the game all scores and penalties are announced.
SCORE KEEPER:
GAME START: Recording duties:
SAVES: This will probably be your first mark on the sheet.  Place a diagonal slash through the corresponding box at the bottom of the page.  Remember these are separated by Periods.  Saves are anything that, if not caught by the goalie would have gone in.  YOU will make the call, so watch carefully.  ALSO ask those around you if you are not sure.

PENALTIES:  Don’t second guess the call.
1.) Record the “Period” once you know the penalized team.

2.) RECORD the score clock time under the “Off” column.

3.) The Referee will skate (be ready) to the glass and say something similar to: “9 Black (jersey number and color), 2 minutes, hooking”.  

4.) Fill in the remainder.  NOTE:  If the game restarts, and you are still recording, ask the clock operator, or anyone else (announcer etc.) standing around you, to count saves until you can resume counting yourself.
Coincidental penalties:  Clock “Off” and “On” times are very important here because the penalty clock does not run.  Notify penalty box workers when the penalized players are due on the ice after the stoppage. Example: Off at 4:20 with a 2 minute coincidental minor. Inform the box minders that players are back on the ice at 2:20 after play stops.  

SCORING:  
1.) Immediately fill in the V (visitor) or H (home), Period number and Clock Time.

2.) Referee will come to you and say something similar to “ 21 from 15 and 9” meaning No. 21 was the scorer, 15 had the assist the first, 9 had the 2nd ,  or “16 unassisted” meaning No. 16 scored without assistance.

3.) Note:  EV= Even Strength, PP= Power Play, SH= Short Handed

4.) Same as 4 above.

END OF PERIOD:  Tally by Period ONLY – “SORNG BY PERIOD” and “SAVES BY PERIOD”

END OF GAME:
1.) Tally all game totals.  “SCORING BY PERIOD”  and “SAVES BY PERIOD”
2.) Sign the Scorer line.

3.) Give the scoresheet to refs (with a pen) to check, sign and return.

4.) Deliver PINK copy to opposing team coach in their locker room, white and yellow go to our coaches and statistician.
