Rick advised of the rules changed and those failed @ USA Hockey’s Summer Meeting.  They are as follows:

1. Goalie equipment size changes have been made.  Check USA’s website for new sizes.
2. Ref stops game if goalie equipment failure occurs near ref- Defeated.

3. Delay of game penalty for goalie shooting puck out of play - Defeated because rinks are too different as to nets and glass surrounding ice surface.

4. No icing allowed while shorthanded – Defeated; there was a pilot program played last year for this rule to see if it would allow for more handling of puck and it was found that it did not speed up the game or force more puck play.

5. If during a fist to cuff any helmets come off, the ref must issue a game misconduct if he/she decides if it was not accidental – Recommended for approval.

6. Reaffirmed that a hurt player may be on the bench as long as the player wears his/her jersey and helmet.  This does not apply if the player is suspended.
Registration:

It also could be considered slander or liable to publish a list of delinquent parents.  Associations need to place in their By-Laws that delinquent parents within their association can be suspended.  Then use small claim court to collect debt.
