Re:  Hockey camp and summer ice 


I am writing to inform each of you the situation with the ice for the upcoming spring and summer months 2010.  It has been brought to our attention the ice will be taken out much earlier this summer due to costs and lack of use to cover expenses.  This will obviously impact our summer hockey camp in early June and the 3 on 3 sessions held in the spring. 

We (along with other user groups) are in the process of trying to find ways to keep the ice open until the end of April.  With that in mind, I have looked at a few different scenarios to accommodate for the change.  A schedule has been put together which combines 3 on 3 and hockey camp to run in the spring in the form of individual skill clinics and 3 on 3 small games.  Both carry over nicely to promote and foster individual skill development.   

We will have 2 days a week starting the week before spring break at the end of March, and run until the end of April.  Sessions will meet on Monday and Wednesday with individual skills sessions on Monday night, and 3 on 3 games on Wednesday night.  There will be a total of 5 weeks to allow for a total of 10 sessions.   

There are some advantages to this format as opposed to running a single week in June because it allows for greater time on task spread out over a period of time.  It also allows for further enhancing individual skills and skill development, as 3 on 3 will follow the Mondays skill sessions.  This will provide players the opportunity to put the skills they concentrate on Monday into practical application on Wednesday during 3 on 3 games.  Total cost for the spring skills/3 on 3 small games is $100.00.
