KEY  ITEMS  FOR  2010-11  (House and Travel):

· Players and Coaches are to register on-line with USA Hockey.
· Credit Card payment will be available (see last page for application).
· If we don’t have a copy of your birth certificate, please include one with your registration.  You can’t be registered without one.

Saturday July 24 is our Registration Date
Only players registered by that date will be guaranteed a position on a House team.  Players may also register by mail at our address above, or at the MHA Office.  This registration is for our House program.  The desk will be open from 11:00am to 3:00pm.
The MHA Registration fee is $140.00  (not including $35.00 USA Hockey fee).
HOUSE  PROGRAM

For all House divisions, the fee includes:
· Draft Skate sessions.
· Coach registration (max. 4/team).
· District 2 playoff fee.
· Two pairs of socks.
· Use of two MHA jerseys (home/away).
· Three Banquet tickets.
· $1000 minimum in team expenses to reduce additional out-of-pocket costs such as officiating/timekeeping fees, league fees, tournaments, etc.

TRAVEL  PROGRAM

The Travel team fee will be $140 per player.  This fee covers:

· Coach registration (max. 4/team).

· District 2 playoff fee.

· Two pairs of socks.

· Use of two MHA jerseys (home/away).

· Three Banquet tickets.

All other Travel team costs are determined by the individual teams.

ON-LINE  REGISTRATION  WITH  USA  HOCKEY
Direct registration with USA Hockey is a major part of the registration
process for 2010-11.  This applies to all players and coaches, in both
Travel and House programs.
Log on to USA Hockey  < www.usahockey.com >  and follow the prompts.  You will need a credit card or debit card to complete the process and pay the $35.00 fee.  When you have completed your registration, be sure to print out the confirmation page.  Either print two copies or make a copy – one for your records and one to submit for registration.

HOUSE – Provide the “confirmation page” when you register.

TRAVEL – Submit the “confirmation page” to the MHA or to your team.

If you don’t have internet access and/or if you don’t use credit/debit cards, you can register on‑line in the MHA Office on July 24.  You’ll need to pay the $35.00 at that time by check, money order, or cash.
These fees are in addition to the MHA fees.

PROSPECTIVE TRAVEL TEAM PLAYERS

If you are not certain that you will make an MHA Travel team, you should consider registering for the House program.  If you make an MHA Travel team, your House registration payment transfers to your MHA player fee.  If you don’t make the Travel team, you will be guaranteed a position on a House team if you are registered by July 24, 2010.

TRYOUT SCHEDULE (Travel Teams);  DRAFT SCHEDULES (House Teams)

These will be posted at the MMSC and posted on the MHA website.

Travel Team tryouts – generally two or three sessions – fee set by individual teams.

House Draft skates – one 1-hour session for each age group – included in House fee.

House  Program  Information
SKILL DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM REQUIREMENT
No player will be permitted to play on an MHA House team unless previous ice hockey playing experience (MHA or elsewhere) can be verified.  Players with no ice hockey experience must register with the Skill Development Program to qualify for future placement on an MHA team.
REFUND POLICY

Your House registration payment will be fully or partially refundable, as follows:

· Full refund if dropping prior to the draft skates.

· $25 assessment if dropping after the draft skates begin but before the drafting.

· $50 minimum assessment if dropping after being drafted onto a team.

· Refunds after September 15 are computed on a daily basis with a $50 minimum.
REGISTRATION METHOD

There are three easy ways to register for the House program:

· By mail.  Submit check/money order ($140.00) or credit card authorization.

· To the MHA mail slot at the MMSC.  Include the $140.00 fee or credit card authorization.
· At the Registration Desk on Sat. July 25 - 11 a.m. to 3 p.m. at the MMSC.  Bring the
   $140.00 registration fee and/or sign up for the credit card option that day.
   Note:  If using the credit card option for all payments, the fees will be paid in 5 equal
   amounts, with the first payment charged on Aug. 15.
PLAYING “UP”

A player in a House division who wishes to skate up in an older House division must submit a “Request to Play Up” form to the MHA Board.  The form is available at the MHA Office and on the MHA website.  The completed form must be filed with the MHA by July 31, 2010.  The MHA Board will make a final determination if the player is permitted to attempt to “play up”.
The player may only move up one birth year.
No “Request to Play Up” form will be accepted after July 31, 2010.
IMPORTANCE OF TIMELY REGISTRATION

The Association must be sure that we have enough coaches, equipment, and ice time available for the fall season.  If we can’t procure additional ice at reasonable times, the number of teams in a particular classification may be limited to what is determined by July 31.

House  and  Travel  Programs

CREDIT CARD PAYMENT AVAILABILITY
This year you will again be able to pay your House payment and your Travel team ice bill with a credit card (Visa, MasterCard, Discover).

For House players, there are two options for payments charged to your card on the 15th of the month, based on the amount shown in the “House Payment Information” section –  (a) four payments plus the registration fee, or (b) five payments including the registration fee.

For Travel players, your team will set an equalized minimum monthly amount beginning with or after the initial payment amount is established.

We encourage you to use this method to pay your 2010-11 participation fees.  It assists your team Manager, it eliminates writing checks, and it avoids the hassle of late payments.

COACHING APPLICATIONS

· House Head Coach deadline – July 11, 2010.

Coaching Application packages are in the MHA “mailbox” at the MMSC Pro Shop lobby window and on the MHA website.  All coaches must complete the application along with the Background Check, Consent to Treat, Participant Code of Conduct, and Coach Ethics Code (STAR) forms.

REGISTRATION PAPERWORK

At registration, the only required information for players will be their 2010-11 USA Hockey registration confirmation and a copy of their birth certificate if not already on file.  The $140.00 initial payment or credit card authorization must also be completed when registering.  Please note that the $35.00 USA Hockey fee is not part of the House or Travel team fees.

Additional forms will be distributed to your team’s Manager after your team is formed.  These are required forms for MAHA credentials.  These forms are also available on the MHA and MAHA websites.

· “Consent to Treat” form (signed) and “Medical History” record;

· Parent Code of Conduct form (signed by at least one parent);

· Participant Code of Conduct form (signed by player);

· MHA “Financial Commitment” agreement (signed by at least one parent).

BIRTH CERTIFICATE POLICY

The Birth Certificate must be an “official” (government issued) form.  Baptismal and hospital certificates are not valid for registering players.
