February BISA Board Meeting

The regularly scheduled BISA Board meeting was called to order at 7:37 on February 12, 2007 by Vice President Steve Neuman.

Motion by Linda Friedrich, second by Tom Honkomp to approve the corrected December minutes as stated in the January minutes. Linda Friedrich moved to approve the January minutes and Annette Stensgaard-Hatton seconded the motion. Both motions passed.

Directors were reminded to e-mail the approved minutes to their respective parents.

The treasurer’s report was approved by a motion from Dale Wendorff and a second by Tom Honkomp.

Director Reports:

· Coaching Committee: John Stiegelmeier would appreciate it if you would pass on any names of possible coaches for next year. It is not too soon to think about it. 

· Concessions: Barb Rounds asked for the director’s help in sending out an e-mail for workers during the Pee Wee B State Tournament. She reminded us that it is not a Pee Wee weekend, but instead a BISA organization event. 

· Registrar: Mary Held reported that she has been nominated for state registrar and wanted to make BISA aware that if she were to get the position, we would be in need of a registrar for the association. 

· Website: Ron updates the site monthly and would like pictures, schedules, etc. next year to make the site even more informative. 

· JV/Varsity: Dale reported that the JV team is in the hunt for first place. Varsity is working hard to get back on track after losing a couple of leaders. There will be pizza parties before the State Tournaments. He is working on getting a pick-up game in between State and Minnkota Cup. 

· Girls Varsity: Linda said they had a big home tournament weekend with 21 games including Jacks and many other Ranger level league games. They set the gate up with rails directing traffic and that worked well. Linda asked if Daktronics provides the white board brackets for tourneys and Char told her that it was the host team’s responsibility to make them. It is a good idea to have a joint Senior Boys and Girls night when there are only a couple of Senior girls. Most association coaches are not cooperating when it comes to choosing 3 All Star players for each game. Some coaches choose players who do not even touch the ice. It appears that Sioux Falls is the only association trying to make it work. U14 teams are trying to find a date to have an in-state scrimmage. Girls are able to re-roster for the scrimmages, but they may not go back to previous roster again this year. 

· Brian reported that the Pee Wee’s season is over. Brookings is hosting the State Tournament this next weekend. The B team is seeded 3rd and the C team will be 4th or 5th. 

· The U12 Girls have one more game with Marshall. Those 2 teams are evenly matched and go back and forth with wins/losses. Two girls from the Pee Wee team will accompany them to a tournament in Painesville on March 9-10. 

· The Termites head to Aberdeen next weekend for a Festival according to Annette. 

· Tom reported that a CO2 sensor was replaced in the red rink so we now have heat once again! 

· Bill is finalizing the pamphlet for summer camps. Northern Edge will be here for an all-day camp during the third week of offerings. There will be 4 on 4 leagues throughout camp weeks too. 

· Char asked for input on the menu for the awards ceremony. It was decided to stick with pork loin sandwiches. 

· Old Business: Laura Julius moved to include the price of season passes in with registration fees. Dale Wendorff seconded the motion. Motion passed. Pricing is as follows: 

Family (list family members dependent eligibility) $25.00

Family (without children) $20.00

Single Adult $10.00

High School Student passes may be purchased for $5.00 and BISA players are free.

· At this point, President Nettie Kruse arrived and took over.

· New Business: President Kruse asked for 1-2 volunteers from each level to serve

on the Summer Arts Festival Committee. After directors receive names they are to be e-mailed to Char. Volunteers will be in charge of ordering food, booth set-up and take-down, and worker scheduling. Ten points can be earned for every 2 hours.

Kyle Prodoehl has volunteered to be the committee chair to discuss point values including the deposit amount of checks.

Varsity parents are concerned about the rising costs of players’ rooms during the State Tournament, especially this year since it is out in Rapid and will require a three-night stay. During the tournament, players do not stay in the same room with parents. They stay 3/room as a team with coaches’ supervision. T. Honkomp suggested that the fundraiser by-laws be changed so as to allow a car wash during the summer with dollars earmarked for this purpose.

As new business concluded, Tom threw this out for food for thought: Mandatory drug testing at the beginning of the season for players with random testing throughout the season paid for by BISA.

· Meeting adjourned at 9:17 with a motion by Tom Honkomp and a second by Bill Theodosopoulos.
