Information/Registration Packets

Each family that was registered last year will receive an information packet in the mail.  Please fill out the registration form, the insurance form (both sides), the consent to treat, and other items in the packet.  This is done to save you time at the registration table.  If you rent equipment remember that you have to have a deposit check for that when you pick it up.  All checks will be cashed this year on Oct. 15th.  If you would like to use your credit card, it is available this year also. 


Online registration for USA Hockey is available and encouraged!! (Next year it will be mandatory).  However, please remember that this fee is not for the BISA fees it the USA hockey fee only.  It is a simple procedure and the website walks you through it.  After you complete the online process you will need to print out your membership information from the USA Hockey website.  Please remember to bring your printout with you the night of registration or you will be sent home to get it.  There will be computers and people to help with this the night of registration if you don’t do it from home.  Jeff will have this information in your packet also.

· BISA has 5000 taco bucks to use.  They will be distributed on a first come first serve basis.  When they are gone we cannot get more, be there early for the bucks.

4) Skate Leasing

· Skate Leasing will be available through Sports Connection.  They have all sizes and you rent for one price for the season even if your player changes sizes during season.
