1. BY-LAWS, 2. ELIGIBILITY TO VOTE, Page 18.

CURRENTLY READS:

One person from each Association for each fifteen (15) Participant Members (players and coaches) registered, each year with the Corporation shall be eligible to vote in any meeting of the membership, whether general meeting, or sectional meeting. At the general meeting, a person eligible to vote shall be designated by the Association on the appropriate form provided by the Treasurer of the Corporation. However, no Association shall designate as a delegate to vote or be represented by any person who holds an official position in another affiliate, or a person who has not reached majority age (which is presently 18). These voting delegates will be entitled to vote beginning with the immediately following FALL SECTION MEETING. The delegate form may be amended, FOR THE FOLLOWING ANNUAL MEETING in writing by that Association’s President before noon on the Saturday preceding the

New York State Annual Meeting, with the consent of that Section President. These forms shall be transmitted to the various Associations AT LEAST TWO (2) WEEKS PRIOR TO THE

FALL SECTION MEETING, so that they may be transmitted to the Section President by the Association NO LATER THAN THE START OF THEIR RESPECTIVE FALL SECTION MEETING. The Board of Directors from time to time may pass further regulations regarding the registering of those members eligible to vote. In no event shall proxies be allowed to vote. The Corporation’s Directors and Board ad hoc non-voting members shall have their own voting rights, with their own Voter Delegate Form, without affiliation with an organization.

PROPOSAL: Change as follows:

One person from each Association for each fifteen (15) Participant Members (players and coaches) registered, by AUGUST 1 during the recently completed USA Hockey registration period of each year with the Corporation shall be eligible to vote in any meeting of the membership, whether general meeting, or sectional meeting. At the general meeting, a person eligible to vote shall be designated by the Association on the appropriate form provided by the Treasurer of the Corporation. However, no Association shall designate as a delegate to vote or be represented by any person who holds an official position in another affiliate, or a person who has not reached majority age (which is presently 18). These voting delegates will

be entitled to vote beginning with the immediately following FALL SECTION MEETING. The delegate form may be amended, FOR THE FOLLOWING ANNUAL MEETING in writing by that Association’s President before noon on the Saturday preceding the New York State Annual Meeting, with the consent of that Section President. These forms shall be transmitted to the various Associations AT LEAST TWO (2) WEEKS PRIOR TO THE FALL SECTION MEETING, so that they may be transmitted to the Section President by the Association NO LATER THAN THE START OF THEIR RESPECTIVE FALL SECTION MEETING. The Board of Directors from time to time may pass further regulations regarding the registering of those members eligible to vote.

In no event shall proxies be allowed to vote. The Corporation’s Directors and Board ad hoc non-voting members shall have their own voting rights, with their own Voter Delegate Form, without affiliation with an organization.

RATIONALE: To conform to USA Hockey registration dates as they may change.

1. RULES AND REGULATIONS, 1. MEMBERSHIP, F. Screening, Page 41.

CURRENTLY READS:

F. Screening

The following screening procedure governing adults age 18 and over, who have routine access to under age 18 participant members, shall be adhered to by all Associations. The following screening deadlines

and procedures will be strictly enforced:

a. All screening documents must be submitted by November 1 of each playing season.

PROPOSAL: Change as follows:

F. Screening

The following screening procedure governing adults age 18 and over, who have routine access to under age 18 participant members, shall be adhered to by all Associations. The following screening deadlines

and procedures will be strictly enforced:

a. All screening documents The Association Screening Certification Form/Spreadsheet must be

submitted to the NYSAHA Screening Committee by November 1 of each playing season.

Complete instructions, policies and screening procedures are outlined on the NYSAHA website.

RATIONALE:

Although we send detailed information in screening packets to each association the documents we require should be more clearly defined in our guidebook in addition to being posted on our website.

2. SECTION OF GUIDEBOOK TO BE CHANGED: RULES AND REGULATIONS, 1. MEMBERSHIP,

Screening, Page 43.

CURRENTLY READS:

h. Anyone screened under NYSAHA rules and who has been arrested and convicted of an offense involving alcohol, drugs or acts of violence, absent extraordinary circumstances that indicate it should be dealt with otherwise, will not be allowed to participate with under age 18 participant members, pursuant to NYSAHA screening rules in NYSAHA or USA Hockey for ten years from the date of conviction.

PROPOSAL:

h. Anyone screened under NYSAHA rules and who has been arrested and convicted of an offense involving alcohol, drugs or acts of violence, absent extraordinary circumstances that indicate it should be dealt with otherwise, will not be allowed to participate with under age 18 participant members, pursuant to NYSAHA screening rules in NYSAHA or USA Hockey for ten years from the date of conviction. From the date of conviction: (i) if convicted of a felony, 10 years; (ii) if convicted of a misdemeanor, 5

years; and (iii) if convicted of any offenses less than a misdemeanor, 2 years. This rule shall be applied retroactively, and shall be administered by the Board (or its appeals committee) on a case by case basis to terminate suspensions presently being served under the prior version of this rule.

RATIONALE: Clarification.

3. SECTION OF GUIDEBOOK TO BE CHANGED: RULES AND REGULATIONS, 1. MEMBERSHIP, F. Screening, Page 43.

CURRENTLY READS: No language currently exists.

PROPOSAL:

Add:

i. Officials are responsible for completing the required screening documentation in compliance with the NYSAHA Screening Guidelines. Confirmation forms are to be submitted to the section referee in chief prior to officiating. Officiating Screening Guidelines can be found at the NYSAHA Officiating Program Website (www.nyho.org).

RATIONALE:

Most officials are independent members who do not have an affiliation with a local youth organization responsible for submitting this information. Submitting this information to the section referee in chief allows for a central location for collection and verification.

4. RULES AND REGULATIONS, 5. COACHES, G, Page 48.

CURRENTLY READS:

All ice hockey coaches and instructors of registered USA Hockey youth/high school (except for those teams participating not in regular scheduled competition), disabled, girls/women’s 19 & under and below programs must wear an ice hockey helmet during all on-ice session, including practices, controlled scrimmages and coach and referee clinics (seminars).

PROPOSAL: All ice hockey coaches and instructors of registered USA Hockey youth/high school (except for those teams participating not in regular scheduled competition), disabled, girls/women’s 19 & under and below programs must wear an ice hockey helmet during all on-ice session, including practices, controlled scrimmages and coach and referee clinics (seminars). The helmet must be properly worn with the chin strap properly attached. Failure to comply with this policy will result in the following discipline:

1st Offense: Written warning

2nd Offense: 2 Game Suspension

3rd (or subsequent) Offense: Immediate Suspension pending a hearing as per USA Hockey Bylaw 10, C (Suspension or Disciplinary Hearings/Domestic Competition (Non Playing Rules).

RATIONALE: Defines penalties for non-compliance.

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS, A. Requirements Applicable To All Teams and Players, 3.

Tournament Bound Obligation, pg 53.

CURRENTLY READS:

A tournament-bound team is obligated to play in the Sectional and State Tournaments.

PROPOSAL:

A tournament-bound team is obligated to play in the Sectional and State Tournaments, unless the team is hosting the national tournament. If the designated host elects to participate in the State tournament and wins, the runner up will be designated to represent the NYSAHA in the national championship.

RATIONALE:

This policy would follow current USA Hockey rules and regulations regarding national championship host teams.

CURRENTLY READS:

1. Requirements Applicable To All Teams and Players

6. Game and Classification Requirements

(e) For a game to count as a qualifying game for tournament eligibility, it must have had a minimum number of minutes of game (stop) time as follows: (i) for squirt, and girls 12 and under games, 30 minutes; (ii) for girls 14 and under and peewee games, 36 minutes; (iii) for bantam, midget, high school and girls 16, and 19 and under games, 45 minutes.

PROPOSAL: Make changes as follows:

1. Requirements Applicable To All Teams and Players

6. Game and Classification Requirements

(e) For a game PLAYED IN NEW YORK to count as a qualifying game for tournament eligibility, it must have had a minimum number of minutes of game (stop) time as follows: (i) for squirt, and girls 12 and under games, 30 minutes; (ii) for girls 14 and under and peewee games, 36 minutes; (iii) for bantam, midget, high school and girls 16, and 19 and under games, 45 minutes. ALL GAMES PLAYED IN USA HOCKEY SANCTIONED INVITATIONAL TOURNAMENTS AND IN OTHER DISTRICTS AND IIHF ARE EXEMPT FROM THIS RULE.

RATIONALE: The rule is too difficult to police outside of New York and in Invitational tournaments.

And Players, 1-3, Page 58-59.

CURRENTLY READS:

9. TOURNAMENT-BOUND ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

C. Requirements Applicable To Girls/Women Teams And Players

For the purposes of competing at State tournaments, Girl’s youth teams, and players (12 and Under, 14 and Under, 16 and Under, and 19 and Under) will use the following guidelines together with the

provisions of 9. A above.

1. Classification

a) Girls teams must declare their intention to compete at the Tier 1 or Tier 2 tournament bound level in writing to the Section President, or their designee, at a regularly sanctioned Section Meeting.

b) Tournament bound teams registered in the previous season that do not make a written request prior to the meeting will retain the same tournament bound status.

c) Teams not registered in the previous season that form after the meeting may register as tournament bound at the Tier 2 level only, unless they are a part of a progression within an existing Association that offered girls teams the previous season.

d) New teams (not registered the previous season) forming after the meeting are still required to notify the Section President of their intent to go tournament bound.

e) Tournament bound teams registered in the previous season that wish to change from Tier 2 to Tier 1 must get Section Approval at the Fall Meeting. The NYSAHA Board of Directors reserves the right to deny Tier 1 status to teams that will adversely affect the development of Girls hockey across the state.

2. National Tournaments

Girls team classifications will be independent of their Association’s current Tier status within NYSAHA. Associations may have teams at both Tier 1 and Tier 2. However, if multiple teams exist at any one

age classification, only one of those teams either Tier 1 or Tier 2 may declare tournament-bound regardless of Tier.

3. Classification Independent of Youth Classification

Only teams will be eligible for the National tournament. However, regardless of classification, teams

have until December 31 to withdraw from consideration for States or Nationals by notifying in writing the NYSAHA Girls/Women Coordinator, Section President, and NYSAHA Tournament Director.

PROPOSAL:

9. TOURNAMENT-BOUND ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

C. Requirements Applicable To Girls/Women Teams And Players

For the purposes of competing at State and National tournaments, Girl’s youth teams, and players (12 and under, 14 and under, 16 and under, and 19 and under) will use the following guidelines together

with the provisions of 9. A above.

1. Classification

a) Girls teams must declare their intention and receive section approval to compete at the Tier 1 or Tier 2 tournament bound level in writing to the Section President, or their designee, at a regularly sanctioned Section Meeting. Only one team at an age classification can be tournament bound regardless of their Tier Status.

b) Tournament bound teams registered in the previous season that do not make a written request prior to the meeting will retain the same tournament bound status.

c) The NYSAHA Board of Directors reserves the right to deny respective Tier 1 status to teams that will adversely affect the development of Girls hockey across the state.

2. National Tournaments

Girl’s team classifications will be independent of their Association’s current Tier status within NYSAHA. Associations may have teams at both Tier 1 and Tier 2. However, if multiple teams exist at any one

age classification at the Tier 1 and Tier 2 levels, only one of those age classification teams either Tier 1 or Tier 2 may be declared tournament-bound for that association regardless of Tier.

3. Classification Independent of Youth Classification

Only one team either Tier 1 or tier 2 at the particular age classification per Association teams will be eligible for the National tournament. However, regardless of classification, teams have until

December 31 to withdraw from consideration for States or Nationals by notifying in writing the NYSAHA Girls/Women Coordinator, Section President, and NYSAHA Tournament Director.

RATIONALE: Clarification with the tier 2 national Tournament beginning in 2010

8. SECTION OF GUIDEBOOK TO BE CHANGED: RULES AND REGULATIONS, 10. TOURNAMENT

STRUCTURE AND FORMAT, A. APPLICATION TO HOST, Page 59.

CURRENTLY READS:

3. Entry Fees

(a) The State Tournament team entry fee for all eight teams and/or nine teams, two division, Round Robin tournaments can be less than but cannot exceed the following rates:

Youth 10 & Under and Girls 12 or Under: $600.00

Youth 12 & Under and Girls 14, 16, and 19 or Under and Women’s Senior: $700.00.

Youth 14 & Under $800.00.

Youth 16,and 18 & Under, High School Club and Men’s Senior $900.00.

(b) For all regular games in a one division, Round Robin State Tournament, a per game team entry fee can be charged but said fee cannot exceed the following rates:

Youth 10 & Under and Girls 12 or Under: $171.00

Youth 14, & Under $228.00.

PROPOSAL:

Add: Entry Fees for Tournament do not charge a gate or admission fee.

3. Entry Fees

(a) The State Tournament team entry fee for all eight teams and/or nine teams, two division, Round Robin tournaments can be less than but cannot exceed the following rates:

Youth 10 & Under and Girls 12 or Under: $800.00 – ($1000.00 for a tournament that does not charge a gate or admission fee.)

Youth 12 & Under and Girls 14, 16, and 19 or Under and Women’s Senior: $900.00 - ($1100.00 for a tournament that does not charge a gate or admission fee.)

Youth 16,and 18 & Under, High School Club and Men’s Senior $1100.00. - ($1300.00 for a tournament that does not charge a gate or admission fee.)

Youth 14 & Under $1000.00 ($1200.00 for a tournament that does not charge a gate or admission fee)

RATIONALE: The tournaments are much easier to operate if you do not have to staff admission and gate security. At the end of the day parents pay one way or the other…at the gate or through a surcharge.

CURRENTLY READS:

A State Tournament will be offered for Tier II if a minimum of four (4) teams exist at that level, with representation from at least two (2) Sections of the State. Only Tier I State Champions at each level will

represent NYSAHA in the USA Hockey National Tournament.

PROPOSAL:

Delete the entire C. section.

RATIONALE:

USA Hockey will offer a national championship for Tier 2 girls beginning in 2010. Regardless of the number of teams in the female divisions a State Championship will have to be held to determine who would represent NY at the National Tournament.

A.TOURNAMENT ORGANIZATION, Page 64.

CURRENTLY READS:

7. Awards

(a) Each host Association will provide a patch for every player who participates. Host Associations will design their own tournament patch, which must be a minimum of 4" in diameter. This may be

used as a player pass and memento of the tournament.

(b) Host Associations will provide a championship trophy for the winner, and a runner-up trophy for the second place team. Additionally, the host Association will provide individual

trophies awards for the first place and runner up teams and runner-up medals or trophies of a lesser size for the second place teams. Trophies and medals Awards selected should be

appropriate for the high level of accomplishment for which they are being awarded.

(c) NYSAHA will provide the NYSAHA Championship patch for each individual member of the winning team. This will be a standard NYSAHA designed patch which will be purchased

through the NYSAHA Tournament Director. The championship patches will be mailed to the Tournament Chairperson.

(d) NYSAHA will provide a NYSAHA Championship Banner and Paul Furman Championship trophy for the championship team. The banners and trophy will be mailed to the Chairpersons.

PROPOSAL:

7. Awards

(a) Each host Association will provide a patch Tournament Souvenir i.e. (Patch, Pin or Hat) for every player who participates. Host Associations will design their own tournament patch, which

must be a minimum of 4" in diameter. This may be used as a player pass and memento of the tournament.

(b) Host Associations will provide a runner-up trophy for the second place team. Additionally, the host Association will provide individual awards for the first place and runner up teams. Awards selected should be appropriate for the high level of accomplishment for which they are being awarded.

(c) NYSAHA will provide the NYSAHA Championship patch for each individual member of the winning team. This will be a standard NYSAHA designed patch which will be purchased through

the NYSAHA Tournament Director. The championship patches will be mailed to the Tournament Chairperson.

(d) NYSAHA will provide a NYSAHA Championship Banner and Paul Furman Championship trophy for the championship team. The banners and trophy will be mailed to the Chairpersons.

RATIONALE: Players do not wear patches anymore. Other collectible items are more prevalent.

NEW YORK STATE AMATEUR HOCKEY ASSOCIATION INC.

NEW YORK STATE POLICIES

CONSUMPTION/USE/ABUSE OF MOOD ALTERING SUBSTANCES

It is the considered judgment of the Board of Directors of NYSAHA that consumption/use/abuse of mood altering substances is detrimental to a healthy state of mind, body, and spirit in an athletic participant. This is especially true for those

participants aspiring to develop their talents in the furtherance of their playing, or coaching, or officiating careers in the sport of ice hockey. Therefore, with the best interests of its participants in mind, NYSAHA prohibit use by any participant of mood altering substances during active participation in its programs, and, upon discovery of any violation, shall take action to remove the participant from participation in its programs for a reasonable period of time. Further, NYSAHA hereby recommend that each and all of its teams, associations, programs

and affiliates adopt reasonable regulations concerning the prohibition of consumption/use/abuse of mood altering substances, and a reasonable enforcement procedure thereafter, in order to maintain the health of our athlete participants, the

integrity of our programs, and the eligibility of all of our competitors for national, international, and collegiate competition.

For purposes of this policy, the words “mood altering substances” shall include the following:

1. Intoxicating beverages, including, but not limited to, alcohol.

2. Non-prescription or prescribed controlled substances.

3. Prescription or prescribed controlled substances when used to an excess in violation of doctors orders, or to produce the state of intoxication in the participant.

Further, a participant shall include players, coaches, referees, and all persons involved in the conduct of an ice or inline hockey contest.

RATIONALE:

Put the wording from USA Hockey in our Guide. We follow the rule are per USA Hockey presently.
