D. F. Provide leadership in recruiting, player development, coaches training, officials training, communication and overall governance of the sport of amateur ice hockey in the State of Oregon as defined in the OSHA Guidebook and within the guidelines, rules and regulations set forth by Pacific District and USA Hockey. 

G. Do any and all things as are incidental or conducive to the attainment of the above purposes and objectives. 
The governance and management of OSHA is entrusted to a Board of Directors elected from the membership.  The Board of Directors is composed of seven Core Directors, with four officers and three Members-at-Large.  Terms are for a period of two years.  Elections are held annually, with three positions elected in one year, and four in the alternate year.
