B Teams

Presentation Requirements

Certifying teams, coaches and players is a time-consuming and complex task. In order to make this process as efficient as possible, each team's credentials must be presented in a manner that is highly organized and systematic. No team's credentials will be examined unless they are organized according to the following guidelines: 

1 All materials must be in a three-ring binder.
2 It is suggested that each item be placed inside a sheet protector.

3 Each section of the notebook shall be identified by a divider tab with the title of the section displayed.
4 Information will be presented in the following order: 

Required Information:
A. Team Information (in order of presentation)

1. Certified Team Roster (1-T) approved by the team's USA Hockey District Registrar. (Ed Imes)
2. Game Verification Sheet (1-C).
3. Sanctioned game score sheets, arranged chronologically from the first game on, to be used to verify team and player eligibility under the 5/5.
B. Coaches' Information * (in order of presentation for each individual)
1. Signed USA Hockey Waiver of Liability Form.

2. Signed USA Hockey Medical Release/Consent to Treat Form.
3. Signed USA Hockey Participant Code of Conduct Form.
4. Copy of CEP card (front and back) showing the appropriate level as mandated by the District in which the coach is registered.
C. Manager's Information* (in order of presentation for each individual)
1. Signed USA Hockey Waiver of Liability Form.
2. Signed USA Hockey Medical Release/Consent to Treat Form.
3. Signed USA Hockey Participant Code of Conduct Form.
D. Players' Information. (in order of presentation for each individual)
1. Copy of government issued birth certificate or copy of a passport ID page for each rostered player (birth certificates issued by hospitals are not acceptable).
2. Non-US citizens must provide proof of legal residency and proof of release and transfer from home country ice hockey federation if required.
3. USA Hockey Waiver of Liability Form (signed by player and parent/legal guardian), if not registered online.
4. USA Hockey Medical Release/Consent to Treat Form (signed by player and parent/legal guardian).
5. Signed USA Hockey Participant Code of Conduct Form.
