SAYHA BOD Meeting

June 4, 2009
The following officers and directors were present: John Grasso, Janet MacFarlane, Rolando Webb, Frank Evans, Travis Knoles, Vicki Gardner, Rob Moore, Troy Stasch, Rob Azevedo, Kris McNevin, Marina Redding, Dan Holden and Kirk Douglas.

1. Rep Coaching update – Troy Stasch informed the committee he will be resigning after the Rep coaches are selected. The following Rep “A” coaches have been selected for the upcoming 2009-10 season:

Squirt A – Nathan Pichette

Pee Wee A – Travis Knoles 

Bantam A – Gary Redding 

U-16 – Tysen Azevedo 

U-18 – Jay Oien 

Rep “B” coaches will be selected after Rep “A” tryouts which usually occur in August. A supplemental BOD meeting was held June 15, 2009 at 6:30 pm to obtain additional information about the Bantam and U-16 coaching candidates. The BOD voted on these candidates and the results are reflected above. 
2. Hoopfest update – Frank Evans/Kirk Douglas reported that 15 volunteers had signed up to work the beverage stations and the beverage order would be placed this week. Secure money drop locations were identified to reduce the risk of having large amounts of cash on hand. 
Rolanda Webb made a motion to purchase up to four additional 3 x 9 signs for the beverage stations at Hoopfest. These signs can also be used by SAYHA for tournaments and fundraisers. Motion passed.

3. Online Registration – Kris McNevin / Marina Redding reported that online registration was being considered for the upcoming season and two vendors had been identified as finalists for supplying the online solution. Bids from the two finalists are forthcoming. 
All players would be required to pay 100% of their registration fee before rate skate. The new policy would eliminate bounced checks and the constant hassle of collecting money throughout the year. Families who need financial help or payment plans can contact the SAYHA office to make arrangements. 

Kris asked that once the winning vendor and associated costs have been identified, the BOD approve the online registration process via email. 

4. PNAHA State Tournament – Tami Chamberlin will present SAYHA’s bid to the PNAHA BOD on June 20th in Wenatchee. A decision is expected by September. A logo has been developed to help market the event. 

5. Registration Costs for House and Rep Players – Marina Redding reported that registration for House players would increase $20 to $430 for the 2009-10 season. Registration for Rep players would remain at $220 but all Rep players would be responsible for buying their own jerseys. 

Motion to increase House player registration to $430 and keep Rep player registration at $220 with Rep player responsible for own jersey. Motion passed. 
6. Zackery Lysted Law – Was signed by Gov. Christine Gregiore on May 14, 2009 requiring any Washington Interscholastic Activities Association athlete who sustains a concussion to be removed from play immediately. The athlete must receive written medical clearance from a licensed health care provider prior to returning to play. This law will likely be applied to SAYHA in the near future.
