CIC REPORT:  KEVIN WOLTER
Kevin has been in contact with the rinks to see about having a coaches clinic, waiting to hear back.  There is be a 1, 2, 3 Level in our area around the weekend of July 4th.  There will be a Level 4 in Raleigh, NC in May.

This is the last year that they will offer Level 1, 2 and 3 the same weekend.  Starting next year a coaches will take the coaches clinic and go online to take the components for the level they need to coach their team. 

HIGH SCHOOL HOCKEY: KEVIN WOLTER

Florida does not recognize high school hockey.  For Florida to look at hockey in the high school they need to have the money to support it.   

Participation is a problem for the State Tournaments.  Alex Galiana feels that high school should have a declaration date for teams participating in the State Tournament to keep them from backing out.

There are 2 leagues that the juniors participate in, MetSouth and SEJHL.   There are 9 teams in the State of Florida, 4 Jr. C teams and 5 Jr. B teams.  

Jr. League is elevating the level of officiating.  They are bringing in higher level officials to ref Jr. games.
