• TIDBITS -- Colin Wilson (Greenwich, Conn./Boston
University) calls Ron Rolston “the best coach I’ve ever had.” ...
Team USA will wear their blue jerseys for the first time in the
tournament tonight against Kazakhstan ... USA Hockey
President Ron DeGregorio and his wife Susan arrived this after-
noon and are here for the duration of the tournament ... Team
USA took a walk through the city in lieu of a morning skate
today. Highlights will be available at usahockey.com ... The
United States looks to start play in the World Junior
Championship with three straight wins here tonight. Team USA
has won its first three games of a World Junior Championship
on three other occasions -- last year in the Czech Republic; in
2004 when the U.S. won all six games in the event to capture
its first-ever gold medal under Head Coach Mike Eaves; and in
1992, a year the U.S. won the bronze medal under Head Coach
Walt Kyle ... Team USA is second in the tournament in power
play percentage at .444 (4-9) and tops in penalty-killing per-
centage at .933 (15-16). The four power play goals scored by
Team USA is tied for second in the tournament, just 10 behind
tournament-leading Canada ... Forward Mitch Wahl (Seal
Beach, Calif.) leads the World Junior Championship in faceoff
percentage at .750 (14-21).  No other USA player is in the top
15 ... Forward Jordan Schroeder (Prior Lake, Minn./University
of Minnesota) is third in the WJC in points with 3-4--7. He trails
Canada’s John Tavares (5-4--9) and Jody Hodgson (2-7--9),
however, both have played one more game.

• TODAY’S GAME -- The United States plays its third game in the 33rd annual IIHF
World Junior Championship here tonight against Kazakhstan. Team USA won its
opening two games of the tournament, marking the fifth time in the last six year
the United States has accomplished that feat.

• RECORD vs. KAZAKHSTAN -- The U.S. and Kazakhstan meet for fourth time today.
In the all-time series, the U.S. has a 3-0-0 advantage. The teams met last year with
Team USA gaining a 5-1 victory in its opening game. James van Riemsdyk, with 1-1-
-2, was named Team USA’s Player of the Game in that contest as the U.S. outshot
Kazakhstan by a 49-10 count.

• PRELIMINARY ROUND STREAK -- Team USA enters play tonight having won its
last eight games in the preliminary round, including two this year, all four in 2008
and the last two games of the preliminary round in 2007.

• YOU PUT WHAT ON EGGS? --U.S. assistant coach Nate Leaman, who is the
head coach at NCAA I Union College, spreads peanut butter on his scrambled eggs
before consuming them.

• POINT STREAKS -- Four U.S. players enter tonight with at least one point in each
of Team USA’s four games to date, including its two pre-tournament victories. The
quartet includes forwards Matt Rust (Bloomfield Hills, Mich./University of
Michigan/3-4--7); Jordan Schroeder (Prior Lake, Minn./University of Minnesota/5-
6--11); James van Riemsdyk (Middletown, N.J./University of New Hampshire/6-3-
-9) and Colin Wilson (Greenwich, Conn./Boston University/3-7--10).

• RABID FANS -- A large group of U.S. players attended Christmas Eve mass in
downtown Ottawa. Defenseman Ian Cole (Ann Arbor, Mich./University of Notre
Dame) reports he and his teammates “got chirped” coming out of Mass by sever-
al of the attendees, with lines such as “you guys up here to finish second?” Cole
says the church was beautiful.

• ON THE MOVE -- Teddy Ruth (Naperville, Ill.)/University of Notre Dame), whose
father Dick works for Pepsi, moved nine times while growing up. Ruth played
hockey in Dallas from grade 3-8, in Sarasota, Fla., in grade nine, and for Mission
in Chicago in grade 10. He spent his 11th and 12th grade years at Ann Arbor Huron
High School while playing at USA Hockey’s National Team Development Program.

• PLAYING FOR ROLSTON -- Half of Team USA’s roster played two years under
U.S. Head Coach Ron Rolston while at USA Hockey’s National Team Development
Program. The group includes Ian Cole, Cade Fairchild, Jimmy Hayes, Mike Hoeffel,
Jim O’Brien, Matt Rust, Teddy Ruth, Kevin Shattenkirk, Josh Unice, James van
Riemsdyk and Colin Wilson.

• 100TH WIN -- Team USA won its 100th all-time game at the IIHF World Junior
Championship Sunday (Dec. 28) against the Czech Republic. The first-ever U.S.
win in the event was an 8-5 victory over Sweden on Dec. 25, 1977, in Banska,
Bystrica, Czechoslovakia. Only Canada and Sweden have won more games in the
World Junior Championship than the United States. At 214, the United States has
played more games in the event than any other nation.

• POILE HERE -- David Poile, associate general manager of the 2010 U.S. Olympic
Men’s Ice Hockey Team and the general manager of the Nashville Predators, arrived
here yesterday and will be at the tournament until its conclusion.



• CAREER LEADERS -- Jordan Schroeder (Prior Lake, Minn./University
of Minnesota) and James van Riemdsyk (Middletown, N.J./University
of New Hampshire) are both among career statistical leaders for the U.S.

• U.S. WINS OPENER AT U17 CHALLENGE -- The U.S. National Under-
17 Team is currently participating at the World Under-17 Challenge in
Alberni Valley, B.C. Team USA won its opening game last night (Dec. 28)
by a 12-1 count over Finland. The U.S. roster includes Bryan Rust, the
brother of U.S. National Junior Team member Matt Rust. The U.S. takes
on Quebec on Wednesday (Dec. 31) in its next game.

• TEAM HOSTS -- Team USA has two hosts who were assigned by the
tournament to assist the club with needs throughout the tournament.
Bob Rock lives in Ottawa and is the security representative for the
National Hockey League’s Ottawa Senators. Ron Killeen, also from
Ottawa, works in property management.

• COACHING THE  U.S.  NATIONAL JUNIOR TEAM  -- A total of seven
men have coached the U.S. National Junior Team more than one time.

32 IIHF World Junior Championships, including in the medal round in
each of the last six tournaments.

• LONG-TIME FRIENDS -- While rivals during their college season --
Mike Hoeffel (North Oaks, Minn.) at the University of Minnesota and
Ryan McDonagh (Arden Hills, Minn.) at the University of Wisconsin --
the two players are lifelong friends. Their friendship dates back to sit-
ting across from each other in Miss Bohn’s first-grade class at Island
Elementary School in Shoreview, Minn. Additionally, they grew up play-
ing hockey on the same team from the age of six through age 13. In high
school, they were rivals, with McDonagh playing for Cretin-Durham Hall
and Hoeffel at Hill-Murray.

• WHAT’S IN A NAME -- Forward Eric Tangradi (Philadelphia, Pa.) real-
ly should have the last name of Tancredi. His family heritage is centered
in Italy and when his great grandfather arrived at Ellis Island in New York
to become a United States citizen, he was asked to say his name. He did
and it was recorded as Tangradi. Says Eric, “We’re the only Tangradi’s in
Philly.”

• CAPTAINS-- Defenseman Jonathon Blum (Rancho Santa Margarita,
Calif.) is the captain of the 2009 U.S. National Junior Team. Blum is
serving as the captain of his Vancouver Giants in 2008-09. His other
stint as a team captain came in youth hockey at the Pee Wee level.
Forward Colin Wilson (Greenwich, Conn.) and defensemen Kevin
Shattenkirk (New Rochelle, N.Y.) are the team’s alternate captains.
Both are currently rostered at Boston University and both played in USA
Hockey’s National Team Development Program.

• THE NATIONAL TEAM DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM EFFECT -- The
U.S. is 47-1-2-26-6 (.622) in the World Junior Championship since
the launch of USA Hockey’s National Team Development Program in
1996. Previous to that, the U.S. had a combined 52-75-5 (.413)
mark.

• NHL NETWORK -- USA Hockey recently signed a three-year
broadcast agreement with the NHL Network in the United States
that includes live coverage of all Team USA games in the IIHF World
Junior Championship. Matt McConnell (play-by-play), Dave
Starman (color) and Fred Pletsch (rinkside) make up the NHL’s on-
air team for the World Juniors this year.
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• IIHF MEDALISTS -- Thirteen members of the
2009 U.S. National Junior Team have  previ-
ously won a combined 19 medals in interna-
tional competition, with James van Riemsdyk
(Middletown, N.J.) owning three. Following is a
list of Team USA’s previous medal winners and
the events in which they competed:

• BITS & PIECES -- Aaron Palushaj
(Northville, Mich./University of Michigan) had
five goals and one assist in Team USA’s two
pre-tournament games, including a natural hat
trick in a 5-1 victory over Russia ... U.S. Head
Coach Ron Rolston’s brother Brian plays for
the NHL’s New Jersey Devils. He is one of just
18 players to have ever played for the U.S. in
three IIHF World Junior Championships (1991-
93). Brian is a three-time U.S. Olympian and
also helped the U.S. to the World Cup of
Hockey championship in 1996. He has played
in 993 career NHL games ... Blake Kessel
(Madison, Wis./University of New Hampshire)
says his brother Phil regularly refers to him as
Hank. Blake’s middle name is Henry ... Team
USA is staying at the Fairmont Chateau Laurier
in downtown Ottawa ... Jim Johannson is
USA Hockey’s assistant executive director for
hockey operations and is here as the “general
manager” of Team USA. A two-time Olympian,
Johannson played in the 1983 and 1984 World
Junior Championship and had seven goals and
five assists in 14 career games ... USA
Executive Director Dave Ogrean will arrive at
the World Junior Championship tomorrow
(Dec. 31) and be at the event until its conclu-
sion ... Team USA welcomed a youth hockey
team from New Jersey to its lockerroom after
Sunday (Dec. 28) night’s game vs. the Czech
Republic. The team is among 485 youth hock-
ey teams competing in the 10th Annual Bell
Capital Cup in Ottawa, billed as the largest
youth hockey tournament in the world.
